In order to pull the most 	
pertinent module completion 
data, a base’s UICs need to be 
entered into the database. This 
ensures that users can select the 
appropriate UIC during regis-
tration. If a base administrator 
notices that his/her base’s UIC 
information is not complete in 
the system, they can email 	
support@ecatts.com. We 
would be happy to add any 	
additional UICs that may be 
needed. Simply provide the 
UIC, UIC title and the parent 
UIC information.

Composting can even save money on 		
	 soil and fertilizers. Don’t forget about your kitchen waste, 		
	 too. You can mix in fruit, vegetable peels, teabags and 		
	 coffee grinds to enrich the soil.
